ACER CIRCINATUM  
‘BURGUNDY JEWEL’

Vine Maple

Size: 6 x 4’ 

Exposure: Sun-Part sun
Zone: 5

This selection can take the form of a small 
deciduous tree or a large shrub. The leaves 
hold their purple-red color well throughout 
the summer, especially in full sun. In fall the 
leaves transition to orange and red.

ACER CIRCINATUM ‘LITTLE GEM’

Vine Maple

Size: 5 x 5’
Exposure: Sun-Shade
Zone: 5

This dwarf vine maple forms a dense mound. 
Small green leaves emerge with a slight red 
tinge in the spring and turn shades of orange 
and red in fall.

ACER CIRCINATUM ‘PACIFIC FIRE’

Vine Maple

Size: 12 x 8’
Exposure: Sun-Shade
Zone: 5

This selection forms an open mound 
featuring light green foliage that takes on 
orange highlights in full sun. Brilliant red 
twigs are the highlight of this vine maple. Fall 
colors are especially striking with contrasting 
golden yellow and orange foliage.

ACER CIRCINATUM  
‘SUNNY SISTER’

Vine Maple

Size: 6 x 3’ 
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

This small, upright, deciduous tree is a great 
addition to any landscape. Leaves emerge 
orange-yellow, with pink highlights in full sun, 
maturing to light green. In fall, leaves change 
to bright yellow and orange.

ACER CIRCINATUM

Vine Maple

Size: 15 x 20’
Exposure: Sun-Shade
Zone: 5

Small spreading tree with up to 4” wide 
green leaves which turn gorgeous gold, 
orange, and red in fall. A great understory 
tree, but fall color is better with more sun.

ACER GRISEUM

Paperbark Maple

Size: 30 x 20’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 4

A gorgeous, deciduous tree where the 
cinnamon to reddish brown bark peels away 
in paper thin strips. Bluish green toothed 
foliage changes to bronze-red in the fall.

ACER JAPONICUM 
‘ACONITIFOLIUM’

Fernleaf Fullmoon Maple

Size: 15 x 20’
Exposure: Sun-Part sun
Zone: 5

An upright tree with a bushy habit and large, 
rounded fern-like leaves. Rich green color 
turns scarlet in fall.

‘ADRIAN’S COMPACT’

Size: 10 x 6’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

A nice upright, compact tree, with small 
burgundy-red leaves. Fall color includes 
bright orange and red.

ACER PALMATUM  
‘AKITA YATSUBUSA’

Japanese Maple

Size: 3 x 3’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

This shrub maple grows in a round form. Its 
leaves emerge as pinkish yellow-red, mature 
to green, and in the fall transition to full red. 
Its leaves also feature long, thin lobes.

ACER PALMATUM ‘AOYAGI’

Green Coral Maple

Size: 26 x 20’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

Bright green bark is quite unusual and 
more intense in winter. Light green foliage 
is densely arranged on the branches, which 
form a broadly upright crown. Fall color is a 
nice yellow.

ACER PALMATUM ‘ATROLINEARE’

Japanese Maple

Size: 15 x 12’
Exposure: Full sun
Zone: 5

Semi-dwarf tree with upright habit. 
Narrow leaves emerge a bright red, 
fading to purple-green in the summer, 
followed by red in the fall. Also known as 
‘Scolopendrifolium Rubrum’.

ACER PALMATUM ‘BENI HIME’

Japanese Maple

Size: 5 x 4’
Exposure: Part shade
Zone: 5

A dwarf, shrubby tree with small, rounded 
star-shaped leaves. New growth is pinkish 
red with red margins and green veins. 
Remains both red and green through 
summer becoming more intensely red and 
purple in fall.

ACER PALMATUM ‘BENI MAIKO’

Japanese Maple

Size: 10 x 8’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

Varying leaf color makes this small tree 
an exciting addition to the garden. Leaves 
emerge scarlet-red, maturing to greenish 
red with red veins. In fall, leaves turn deep 
pink starting along the edges and eventually 
spreading across the entire leaf.

ACER PALMATUM ‘BENI SHI EN’

Red Smoke Maple

Size: 20 x 20’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

Deeply divided leaves emerge rosy red, 
darkening to purple. In summer, the foliage 
becomes green with a lighter midrib. Some 
leaves have an irregular, creamy margin. 
Finally in fall, the leaves turn golden. This 
deciduous tree has an upright form and 
provides ever-changing seasonal interest.

ACER PALMATUM ‘BIHOU’

Japanese Maple

Size: 7 x 3’ 
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

A small, upright deciduous tree with tiny 
yellow-green leaves. Fall color is yellow to 
orange. Bark on twigs and branches turns a 
vivid coral yellow with an orange overcast in 
winter. The Japanese name means “beautiful 
mountain range”.

ACER PALMATUM ‘BLOODGOOD’

Japanese Maple

Size: 20 x 20’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

A vigorous, upright habit with blackish red 
new stems. Large, deeply cut red leaves 
turn bright red in fall. The iconic red upright 
Japanese maple to which all others are 
compared.

ACER PALMATUM ‘BONFIRE’

Japanese Maple

Size: 15 x 15’
Exposure: Full sun
Zone: 5

A small upright tree with glossy leaves that 
emerge bright red and fade to green. Nice 
multicolor effect all summer, brilliant red in 
fall. Dense growth habit.

ACER PALMATUM ‘BUTTERFLY’

Japanese Maple

Size: 6 x 15’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

Small tree with an upright form. Small green 
leaves are edged in white and soft pink 
margins that turn brighter pink in fall.

ACER PALMATUM ‘DR. SEUSS’

Japanese Maple

Size: 5 x 3’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 6

This maple features small, slightly variegated 
green and yellow leaves. Variegation is most 
prominent on new growth. In the fall the 
leaves transition from yellow to orange.

ACER PALMATUM ‘ELIZABETH’

Japanese Maple

Size: 5 x 3’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

This dwarf Japanese maple has a dense 
upright form. Foliage has long, slim lobes 
and is deep red, aging to bronzy red. In 
shade, the leaves will be more green.

ACER PALMATUM ‘EMPEROR I®’

Japanese Maple

Size: 20 x 20’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

An upright maple, similar to ‘Bloodgood’, 
but with a faster growth rate. This cultivar 
has a narrower habit with dark red-purple 
leaves which turn scarlet in the fall. Ideal for 
colder climates.

ACER PALMATUM ‘FASCINATION’

Japanese Maple

Size: 26 x 20’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

Fascination’ is a medium to large maple 
with deeply cut leaves. The foliage emerges 
yellow-orange in spring, then turns a darker 
green. The fall color is bright orange-red. 
Tolerates humidity.

ACER PALMATUM ‘FIREBALL’

Japanese Maple

Size: 4 x 3’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

A dwarf maple, this cultivar has deep purple-
red leaves, which turn vivid red and orange 
in fall.

ACER PALMATUM ‘FIREGLOW’

Japanese Maple

Size: 16 x 16’
Exposure: Sun-part shade
Zone: 5

Upright maple similar to ‘Bloodgood’, but 
on the smaller side with brighter red fall 
coloration. New leaves are also slightly 
more pink.

ACER PALMATUM ‘GABLE GLORY’

Chameleon Maple

Size: 15 x 15’
Exposure: Part shade
Zone: 5

Bright orange-red new leaf color is long-
lasting, especially in some shade, maturing 
to burgundy-green. Unusual bark is yellow-
green and provides winter interest.

ACER PALMATUM  
‘GEISHA GONE WILD’

Japanese Maple

Size: 6 x 3’
Exposure: Part shade
Zone: 6

A small variegated form with narrow, purple-
green foliage, that is irregularly edged with 
pink and white. New growth is bright hot-pink 
while fall foliage changes to purple-orange, 
then red.

ACER PALMATUM ‘HIME SHOJO’

Japanese Maple

Size: 5 x 4’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

An excellent dwarf red palmatum, growing 
densely, and taller than wide. Flushes of red, 
deeply divided new leaves appear all season, 
maturing to a dark maroon, giving this treasure 
a contrasting color effect. Best color in full 
sun, although afternoon shade in hot climates 
is appreciated.

ACER PALMATUM ‘ILARIAN’

Japanese Maple

Size: 8 x 4’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 6

Small, deciduous, upright tree with unusual, 
tiny pink, green and white variegated leaves. 
Stunning foliage changes to a bright orange 
or red in fall.

ACER PALMATUM ‘JN4’ DRAGON 
TEARS™ PP22249

Japanese Maple

Size: 10 x 8’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

This Japanese maple cascades like a 
dissectum, but is not as wide. Its spring color 
is crimson red, turning burgundy red as the 
leaves mature. By summer’s end the color 
changes to rusty red. Autumn leaf color is 
bright red. A “must have” for the collector. 
Unlicensed propagation prohibited.

ACER PALMATUM ‘JUBILEE’

Japanese Maple

Size: 20 x 20’
Exposure: Sun-Shade
Zone: 5

Discovered by Oregon Ornamental, circa 
2000, this cultivar is distinguished by its 
ability to hold its red color well into fall. An 
upright tree, its form is softened by branches 
that are somewhat cascading.

ACER PALMATUM ‘KAMAGATA’

Eagle Claw Maple

Size: 10 x 10’
Exposure: Full sun
Zone: 5

Small leaves with long angular lobes emerge 
light green with a red margin. Mid-summer 
color is bright green before turning intense 
orange-yellow and red in fall. Has a soft 
appearance and a dense habit.

ACER PALMATUM ‘KATSURA’

Japanese Maple

Size: 12 x 12’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

Beautiful bright yellow leaves with coral tones 
last into summer. Leaves fade to soft green 
before turning brilliant gold and orange in 
autumn. New branches turn vibrant coral-
orange in winter.

ACER PALMATUM ‘KIYOHIME’

Japanese Maple

Size: 6 x 6’
Exposure: Full sun
Zone: 5

Small, star-shaped leaves on a vigorous 
but dense, compact grower. Rich green 
leaves initially emerge with bright red-orange 
margins around yellow centers. Fall color is 
yellow-orange to bronze.

ACER PALMATUM ‘KOTO-NO-ITO’

Harp Strings Maple

Size: 10 x 8’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

Meaning “harp strings”, the name of this 
cultivar aptly describes this tree’s very fine 
thread-like leaves. Foliage opens with a hint 
of crimson, quickly turning green. Fall color 
is bright yellow. Very graceful appearance.

ACER PALMATUM ‘KURENAI JISHI’

Red Lion Maple

Size: 4 x 3’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

This maple is a dwarf shrub with a compact 
form. The leaves are small with twisted 
lobes. New leaf growth emerges bright red, 
transitioning to a light orange-brown color, 
and as they mature, the leaves become 
purple-brown. In the fall, the leaves range 
from yellow to red.

ACER PALMATUM ‘LIMA GOLD’

Japanese Maple

Size: 4 x 4’
Exposure: Sun-Part sun
Zone: 5

Tiny yellow-green, seven-lobed leaves adorn 
this dense, dwarf maple. Fall color is a light 
golden yellow. Its compact stature makes it 
highly suitable for a container or small garden.

ACER PALMATUM  
‘MANYO NO SATO’

Japanese Maple

Size: 6 x 4’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

Narrow-lobed, deeply divided leaves emerge 
purple, and harden off to green and purple. 
In late summer, the purple turns deep green, 
creating a two-toned green effect. Fall color 
is purple and orange.

ACER PALMATUM  
‘MIKAWA YATSUBUSA’

Japanese Maple

Size: 12 x 12’
Exposure: Sun-Shade
Zone: 5

Large, overlapping leaves make this maple 
quite unusual. Bright yellow-green new 
growth matures to rich green. Very striking 
dwarf tree.

ACER PALMATUM ‘MIKAZUKI’

Crescent Moon Maple

Size: 13 x 7’
Exposure: Part sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

Spring growth emerges red with green 
venation. As the deeply divided and 
undulating foliage matures, it changes to 
creamy white with pink margins. Fall brings 
back the green veins highlighting the orange 
leaves. A great cultivar for humid climates.

ACER PALMATUM ‘NISHIKI GAWA’

Pine Bark Maple

Size: 10 x 6’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

This upright deciduous tree features green 
leaves with yellow to red fall color. As it ages, 
the bark develops attractive vertical fissures, 
similar to the Japanese black pine.

ACER PALMATUM  
‘OLSEN’S FROSTED STRAWBERRY’

Japanese Maple

Size: 6 x 6’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

This small tree features variegated leaves 
of purple-red and silver-white. The colors 
are most vibrant in spring. The upper leaves 
create an open, willowy canopy.

ACER PALMATUM ‘OMATO’

Japanese Maple

Size: 25 x 25’
Exposure: Sun-Part sun
Zone: 5

This upright, green maple has large, broadly 
ovate leaves with 5-7 lobes. Leaves emerge 
with a hint of orange-red, mature to rich 
green, then turn brilliant tones of red in fall.

ACER PALMATUM ‘ONYX’

Japanese Maple

Size: 12 x 15’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

Leaves emerge in spring with a deep 
burgundy foliage color. Fall color is deep 
red. Similar to ‘Bloodgood’, but with a more 
narrow habit.

ACER PALMATUM  
‘ORANGE DREAM’

Japanese Maple

Size: 25 x 15’
Exposure: Part shade
Zone: 5

Similar to ‘Katsura’ but even more colorful. 
A nicely branched upright tree, the large 
leaves begin coral-orange and progress to 
vibrant yellow with red undertones, eventually 
maturing a soft green. Bright gold and coral 
in fall.

ACER PALMATUM  
‘OREGON SUNSET’

Japanese Maple

Size: 10 x 10’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

Large leaves round out the overall globe-
shape of this compact grower. Purple-red 
leaves begin as a soft red in spring. In fall, 
the leaves turn an outstanding orange-red.

ACER PALMATUM ‘ORION’

Japanese Maple

Size: 5 x 4’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 6

Very small leaves emerge bright red and 
mature to maroon, copper, and green. Fall 
color is soft orange.

ACER PALMATUM  
‘PEACHES AND CREAM’

Japanese Maple

Size: 10 x 10’
Exposure: Part shade
Zone: 5

Spring foliage emerges cream with green 
highlights and rose-red tips. Deep green 
veins create a variegated appearance. Fall 
color is yellow with dark tips.

ACER PALMATUM  
‘PERIDOT FLAME’

Japanese Maple

Size: 12 x 6’
Exposure: Part shade
Zone: 5

An upright Japanese maple, whose foliage 
emerges peachy red in spring, then matures 
to a bronze-green. Deeply lobed and 
serrated leaf edges mimic a flame. Fall tones 
are yellow and orange.

ACER PALMATUM ‘PHOENIX’

Japanese Maple

Size: 16 x 8’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

The leaves of this upright, deciduous tree 
change throughout the season. Emerging 
pink-red with yellow veins, the leaves 
become more yellow, while the veins 
become green. Eventually the leaves are 
shiny green with bronze-red margins. Finally, 
fall brings bright orange and red colors.

ACER PALMATUM ‘PIXIE’

Japanese Maple

Size: 8 x 8’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

Semi-dwarf tree with compact growth habit 
and black-red new stems. Deep purple-red 
foliage turns bright red in the fall.

ACER PALMATUM  
‘PURPLE GHOST’

Japanese Maple

Size: 18 x 18’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

Purple-red foliage, with dark black veins, 
turns bright red to orange in fall. The more 
sun, the darker the leaves.

ACER PALMATUM ‘RAINBOW’

Japanese Maple

Size: 8 x 4’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

Variegated leaves are pink and purple, with 
the markings quite different from leaf to leaf. 
Fall color is red.

ACER PALMATUM ‘RED PYGMY’

Japanese Maple

Size: 6 x 6’
Exposure: Part shade
Zone: 5

Very narrow leaf lobes give these red leaves 
a strap-like look. Leaves are more gold as 
the season ends. Forms a vase-shaped, 
small tree.

ACER PALMATUM  
‘RHODE ISLAND RED’

Japanese Maple

Size: 6 x 7’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

This compact, red-leaved maple forms 
a broad dome-shaped crown. Bright red 
leaves mature to burgundy red, finally turning 
orange to red in fall. Dark red stems provide 
winter interest.

ACER PALMATUM ‘RUBY STARS’

Japanese Maple

Size: 6 x 3’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

Small, broadly star-shaped leaves emerge 
red in spring, maturing to green in summer. 
A second flush of red growth creates a lovely 
contrast against the older green leaves. Fall 
color is yellow to orange. A lovely dwarf tree.

ACER PALMATUM ‘RYU SEI’

Japanese Maple

Size: 10 x 6’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

A weeping palmatum, this cultivar has green 
spring and summer foliage, that turns red 
and gold in fall. Branches initially grow 
upwards, but quickly become pendulous. 
Height depends on training.

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ACER PALMATUM  
‘SAGARA NISHIKI’

Japanese Maple

Size: 10 x 8’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

Leaves begin life with some apricot 
coloration, becoming chartreuse to dark 
green with yellow margins as the season 
progresses. The foliage will turn orange and 
yellow in the fall.

ACER PALMATUM ‘SANGO KAKU’

Coral Bark Maple

Size: 20 x 20’
Exposure: Sun-Part shade
Zone: 5

Sango kaku’ is best known for its magnificent 
coral-pink bark in the winter. An upright 
grower with medium-sized, light green leaves 
until fall, when they become apricot-orange 
followed by a brilliant gold. Very showy tree 
with a nice upright form.
